The Texas Chapter of the Coastal Conservation Association (CCA Texas) submits
the following comments on the proposed draft Water Quality Permit No. WQ0004882000
sought by Applicant White Stallion Energy Center, LLC (“WSEC”).

CCA Texas is a non-profit marine conservation organization comprised of over
fifty thousand recreational anglers and coastal outdoor enthusiasts. Founded more than a
quarter of a century ago, CCA Texas has been instrumental in banning gill nets in state
waters, establishing redfish and speckled trout as gamefish, building two of the largest
red drum hatcheries in the world, and working to ensure adequate freshwater reaches
Texas’s bays and estuaries. CCA Texas’s objective is to conserve, promote and enhance
the present and future availability of these coastal resources for the benefit and enjoyment
of the general public.

CCA Texas has a significant interest in ensuring that any wastewater permit
issued for this location ensures protection of water quality, aquatic life, and the use and
enjoyment of the Colorado River and downstream bay resources. A number of members
of CCA Texas live, work and/or recreate nearby and downstream of the proposed WSEC.
These include longtime CCA Texas member Clive Runnells who owns real property
directly across from and within one mile downstream from the discharge points of the
proposed WSEC. As stated in his separately filed comments dated August 6, 2010, he
and his family live, ranch, and recreate (hunt, fish, swim, boat, bird watch) in or along the
Colorado River and across from the proposed WSEC and are concerned about the
proposed impacts the WSEC discharge will have on their property and use of the
Colorado River for recreating. Other CCA Texas members also recreate by fishing or
other activities in and along the Colorado River and Matagorda Bay, downstream of the
proposed WSEC discharge. These members include Jerry West, who lives a block from
the Colorado River, at 104 Lower Colorado, Bay City Texas; Isabel Sulak, who lives on
the Old Colorado River Channel at 124 FM 2031, Matagorda, Texas, and James
Klopsteck, who also lives on the Old Colorado River Channel at 3314 FM 2031,
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
